Maria Husarska's painting is shaped in the context of the specificity of the Krakow artistic environment. The avant-garde is always
moderated by tradition, and the reliability of the workshop and "building with color" is mandatory.

All these advantages can be seen in the created still lifes, landscapes, and abstract studies, usually with very literary titles. The
multitude of possibilities is striking: colorful, classic subject compositions, virtuoso portrait studies, but most often abstractions
dominate - cold and hot, geometric and non-geometric. There are also linear, even calligraphic forms of faces and birds.
